Learning Facilitator: Babette
Learners: All three classes of year group 5
Transdisciplinary theme: How the world works 

Central idea: Energy can be transformed from one form to another
Formative Assessment : the students will write a letter to “Jules” to help him save energy and reduce his expenditure on electricity
Formative assessment strategies and tools: Rubric



	 Reflection on teaching –learning –assessment in UOI /LANGUAGE in previous week:  Last week, students were introduced to a letter-writing. After having browsed through different letter drafts to analyse the language features, lay-out, organisation etc… , the students worked on their summative assessment where they drafted a letter to the character in the text named Jules who actually over-abuses electricity. They proposed adequate solutions to the character’s problems. This week, the students will be invited to browse through different procedural texts such as: cahier des charges, recipes to analyse the structure, organisation and lay-out of these texts. Then, they will write a recipe of their choice and will write an experimental report on an experiment done in class.

Concerning the reading workshop, last week, the students greatly enjoyed the reading aloud of the fable entitled ‘La grenouille qui veut se faire aussi grosse que le boeuf’, they greatly enjoyed the moral of this fable. Furthermore, they had a satisfactory reading response to this fable on finding out the similarities or differences between one of the characters of their choice and themselves. For this coming week, the students will read the fable entitled ‘’Le loup et l’agneau’’ and will do the following reading response: describe one of the scenes of the fable. 

As far as grammar and verbs are concerned, the students have learnt the plural of nouns and adjectives. Next week, they will learn the present tense of the verbs ‘’avoir’’, ‘’être’’ and ‘’aller’’ again.
During the writing workshop, the students worked last week on reading, analysing and identifying different adjectives, expressions etc…from photocopied texts bearing expressions, adjectives to describe the sea, the beach etc… the students added the expressions, adjectives etc..to their desired places in their initial drafts. Again due to time constraint, the students did not get enough time to complete the adding of the appropriate expressions, adjectives etc…to their desired places in their initial drafts. But they will get additional time next week to complete this work.

Two weeks ago, after having already chosen the theme that matters mostly to us –the sea- and having already listed clear ,small ideas we can remember from ;example ;une journée à la plage ,au bord de la mer ,une partie de pêche,etc…. the students have been writing without interruption.  Also, I will teach them to focus the narrative by writing a story that occurs within a time frame .

I keep teaching by demonstrating, role-play that I am a writer like the students and I use the strategy in front of them. My role-play is meant to function as how-to or procedural guide and sequence the steps I want children to follow.

For this writing workshop, students will be given different photocopied texts bearing expressions, adjectives etc.. around the theme of the sea and they will highlight those, and later they will be able to use and insert them in their initial drafts so as to improve  their writings.

Students take a book to read for the week and apply the above strategy.

	Le présent de l’indicatif- les auxiliaires et le verbe ‘’aller’’
Students explore a text bearing verbs in the present tense with the verbs ‘’avoir’’- ‘’etre’’ and the verb             ‘’aller’’, the text is read aloud by the teacher. Students highlight the different verbs ‘’avoir’’, ‘’etre’’, ‘’aller’’ and they explore the position of those highlighted words, this is followed by a class discussion about this tense of verbs. 

Teacher write on the board some examples of verbs ‘’avoir’’, ‘’etre’’ and ‘’aller’’.
Then, the students are invited to practise short exercises given to them on a worksheet. They are also encouraged later to use this tense of verbs in their own writing.
